From the Pastor-...

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This week we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity. The dogma of the
Trinity is not one of those mysteries that we can be confident we will come to under-
stand in this life. But it is important to have a basic understanding of the dogma.

So, what is the dogma of the Trinity? Simply put, it is that there are Three Persons in
one God—the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

From its earliest days, the Catholic Church has relied on images — pictures found in
stained glass windows, statues of saints and holy people, and glorious mosaics found in so many of our
churches. Television, movies, and computer images have surrounded us during the last century.

As never before in human history our children are learning via image. It is, of course, impossible to picture
God using humanly created images. In fact, attempting to do so is to fall into what is called idolatry... the
worship of man-made idols. But there is one way of imaging God that really does work, and God has given
us that image. It is Jesus Christ, the Icon, the Image of God, found in a human person, Who is Jesus Christ,
both the Son of Man and the Son of God at one and the same time.

The concept of the Holy Trinity is a mystery, but not a total mystery. Mysteries, after all, are made up of
clues. In a mystery story we pursue and piece together clues in order to see the whole picture. So it is with
the Holy Trinity. The Tradition and Magisterium of the Church teach that: “The Divine Persons are relative
to One Another... Because it does not divide the Divine Unity, the real distinction of the Persons from One
Another, resides solely in the relationships which relate Them to One Another .... because of that unity the
Father is wholly in the Son and wholly in the Holy Spirit...” (CCC255). In light of this, the Trinity is a
doctrine that holds that there are Three distinct Persons united in one Divine Nature. This means that there
are “Three Persons in one God”. There is no possible way for us to really understand the Trinity. What we
do know is compiled from the Biblical references and the writings of early theologians, who interpret these
writings. How can one God have three Persons? We don’t know, but we are assured that it does and that it is
Truth. We use all sorts of metaphors to help us to understand, but it is so out of our realm to grasp it, that we
just have to accept it on faith and realize that when we talk about the Creator Father, Jesus Christ and the
Holy Spirit, that we are talking about God.

I wish you all and your family a happy and blessed Solemnity of the Blessed Trinity.

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The Mystery oi the Holy Trinity

Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Trinity. The Church sets aside this Sunday to
focus our attention on the mystery of the Blessed
Trinity, God who is one, but three persons—
Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The first reading from
Deuteronomy emphasizes both God’s awesome
greatness and amazing nearness. It might seem be-
yond belief, but the God of all creation speaks to
us, protects us, and guides us.

The second reading from Saint Paul’s Letter to the
Romans describes how we are to relate to the three
persons who are one God.

We are led by the Spirit to meet God the Father as
adopted children. Our adoption is such that we are
even heirs with our brother, Christ, the second
person of the Trinity, in whose sufferings we must
also share. In Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus speaks with
his authority as God and sends us to teach and
baptize in the name of the Trinity.

Desde del Escritorio del Piarroco...

Queridos hermanos en Cristo,

Esta semana celebramos la Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad. El dogma de la
Trinidad no es uno de esos misterios que podemos estar seguros de que llegaremos
a comprender en esta vida. Pero es importante tener una comprension basica del
dogma. Entonces, ;cudl es el dogma de la Trinidad? En pocas palabras, hay tres
personas en un solo Dios: el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo.

Desde sus primeros dias, la Iglesia Catdlica se ha basado en imagenes: cuadros que
se encuentran en vidrieras, estatuas de santos, personas santas, y mosaicos que se
encuentran en muchas de nuestras Iglesias. La television, las peliculas y las imagenes de computadora nos
han rodeado durante el ultimo siglo. Como nunca antes en la historia de la humanidad, nuestros nifios estan
aprendiendo a través de la imagen.

Es imposible imaginar a Dios usando imagenes creadas por humanos. De hecho, intentar hacerlo es caer en
lo que se llama idolatria... la adoracion de idolos hechos por el hombre. Pero hay una forma de imaginar a
Dios que realmente funciona, y Dios nos ha dado esa imagen. Es Jesucristo, el Icono, la Imagen de Dios, que
se encuentra en una persona humana, que es Jesucristo, tanto el Hijo del Hombre como el Hijo de Dios al
mismo tiempo. El concepto de la Santisima Trinidad es un misterio, pero no un misterio total. Después de
todo, los misterios se descubren a través de pistas. En una historia de misterio buscamos pistas para resolver
los casos.

Es lo mismo con la Santisima Trinidad. La Tradicion y el Magisterio de la Iglesia ensefian que: “Las Perso-
nas divinas son relativas unas a otras. La distincion real de las Personas entre si, porque no divide la unidad
divina, reside inicamente en las relaciones que las refieren unas a otras: "En los nombres relativos de las
personas, el Padre es referido al Hijo, el Hijo lo es al Padre, el Espiritu Santo lo es a los dos ”(CCC255). A
la luz de esto, la Trinidad es una doctrina que sostiene que hay Tres Personas distintas unidas en una Natura-
leza Divina. Esto significa que hay "tres personas en un solo Dios". No hay forma posible de que entenda-
mos realmente la Trinidad. ;Coémo puede un Dios tener tres Personas? No lo sabemos, pero estamos seguros
que siy de que es la Verdad. Usamos todo tipo de metaforas para ayudarnos a comprender, pero esta tan fue-
ra de nuestro alcance comprenderlo, que solo tenemos que aceptarlo con fe y darnos cuenta de que cuando
hablamos del Padre Creador, Jesucristo y el Espiritu Santo , que estamos hablando de Dios.

Le deseo a toda su familia una feliz y bendita solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad.

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El Misterio de la Santisima Trinidad

Hoy celebramos la solemnidad de la Santisima Trini-
dad. La Iglesia dedica este domingo a centrar nuestra
atencion en el misterio de la Santisima Trinidad, Dios,
que es uno, en tres personas: Padre, Hijo y Espiritu
Santo.

La primera lectura de Deuteronomio hace énfasis en
la grandeza imponente de Dios y su cercania asom-
brosa. Puede parecer increible, pero el Dios de toda la
creacion nos habla, nos protege y nos guia. La segun-
da lectura, tomada de la carta de San Pablo a los Ro-
manos, describe la forma en que se relacionan las tres
personas que son un solo Dios. El Espiritu nos guia
para cumplir con Dios Padre como hijos adoptivos.
Nuestra adopcion es tal que somos incluso los herede-
ros de nuestro hermano, Cristo, la segunda persona de
la Trinidad, cuyos sufrimientos también debemos
compartir. En el Evangelio segiin San Mateo, Jesus
habla con la autoridad de Dios y nos envia a ensefiar y
bautizar en nombre de la Trinidad.
