From the Pastor...

5 My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

: :Itis 1mposs1ble to explain color to one who has never seen it. Helen Keller, in her 50’s, published
an article in The Atlantic Monthly (January 1933), titled “Three Days to See”. She wrote, “At
tlmes my heart cries out with longing to see... If I can get so much pleasure from mere touch how

: : much more beauty must be revealed by sight. Yet, those who have eyes apparently see little. The

Epanorama of color and action which fills the world is taken for granted. It is human, perhaps, to appreciate :
: little that which we have and long for that which we have not, but it is a great pity that in the world of light the :
glft of sight is used only as a mere convenience rather than as a means of adding fullness to life. How many of :
: you, I wonder, when you gaze ata play, a movie, or any spectacle, realize, and give thanks for the miracle of :
51ght which enables you to enjoy its color, grace, and movement?”’

Have you ever tried to explain faith to someone who has never known it? It is every bit as much a free gift as
: Jesus gave to the man born blind. Taking our cue from Helen Keller, we might ask how many of us who do
: believe use that gift consciously. How often do we give thanks for it? 1t is easy to take it for granted.

E What did the man born blind do once he could see? He went back. Where? We don’t know. Why? Well,
: where else? John tells us nothing about his reaction to his new situation. He is totally unlike the lame man :
healed in Acts 3:8, “walking and jumping and praising God.” He was not even looking for Jesus, as far as we :
can tell.

: : In the case of the faith of the man born blind, Jesus again takes the initiative. He seeks him out and asks him,

: “Do you believe in the Son of Man?” He adds the gift of faith to the gift of sight, bestowing an even greater

: gift on top of an already wondrous one.

: In a short story published in 1915 by Luigi Pirandello, the author encounters his recently deceased mother.
: She tells him, “Look at things also with the eyes of those who can’t see them anymore. It will make you sad,
son, but that will render them more sacred and more beautiful.”
: Lent provides an opportunity for us to recognize the gift of faith, and ask for more. Think of someone you
: knew who has died, but whose faith was strong and deep and remains an inspiration to you. Now that he or
she is gone, look at life, at the world, at other people, with his or her eyes of faith. What a gift of sight that
mlght be!
: May the Lord always be at your side during this Lenten journey.

One of the most fascinating aspects
of Jesus was his great popularity as a
teacher. It was this very popularity
that turned the religious and political
leaders of his day against Him. What
makes this so interesting is that he
teaches the same moral principles found in the Jew-
ish Scriptures. But Jesus found a way to teach them
clearly and to adults, without the constant references
to punishments that are found in the Jewish Scrip-
tures. In these three days we will look first at the
Beatitudes, then at the teaching of “new wine and
new wineskins”, and finally the constant teaching on
forgiveness found on the lips of Jesus.

Teaching Scripture is Father Jim’s favorite minis-
try both at home and throughout the English speak-
ing world. A much-requested speaker, he has
brought his Scriptural insights, factual information,
and humor to workshops, retreats, and conferences
on four continents.

Students credit this popularity to his bringing Bi-
ble texts to life, making places, customs, and histori-
cal events real and their significance modern. His
sharing of his faith helps others grow in their own.
Besides his formal education at the University of San
Diego, the Pontifical University of St. Paul in Otta-
wa, Canada, and the Graduate Theological Union in
Berkeley, California, Father Jim draws on some spe-
cial resources:

e Over forty trips to the Holy Land and his famili-
arity with the Middle East

e Over fifty years as a silkscreen artist. His seeing
the Bible as a book of visions, rather than a book
of concepts, opens new understanding for every-
one.

e Ordained in 1969, Father Jim is a retired pastor
of one of the historical missions in California and
