: From the Pastor...
: My Dear Brothers and Sister in Christ,

: In this week’s reflection, I would like to connect the First Reading and the Gospel, as they comple-
gment and flow from each other.

: We begin with a reading about King Solomon. Put yourself in his place when God says to him,
“Ask something of Me and I will give it to you.” :
: If it were you that God was speaking to, upon what criteria would you base your request? Remember this isn’t
: one of those three-wish jokes. This is a serious question. It is, first and foremost, about what really matters in

: your life.

: Solomon’s criteria were simple. He was King, he had to govern his people, but he was inexperienced. We

: commonly say he asked for wisdom; but his actual words were, “Give your servant, therefore, an understand-

: ing heart to judge Your people and to distinguish right from wrong.”

His values are clear. Yes, his royal position is important, but his responsibilities were not merely administra-

: tive; and judging justly is a sacred trust. His highest value, however, was expressed with the words, “I serve  :
: you in the midst of the people, whom You have chosen.” In other words, His service is to God first and the ad- :
: vancement of His Kingdom. Using the language, we find in today’s parables; we could say that Solomon asked :
for that “treasure” or “pearl of great price.” And he got it! :
: Now, back to the original question. If you could ask God for anything and it would be given to you, upon what
: criteria would you base your request? What shall you ask for? :

The best starting point for us is to recognize our unique place in building up of the Kingdom of God. Figure

: out which gift would best enable us to accomplish the work we have been assigned, and then ask for it—
confidently, even boldly. The ‘treasure in the field’ and the ‘pearl of great price’ are there for the finding.

: My next questions for you today, are: How much do you value this Kingdom that Christ is talking about? How
: much do you see yourself as an active part of that Kingdom? ... and what price have you had to pay to be part :
:of it? :
: We then need to ask ourselves if we can we work together as a parish to establish the Kingdom of God on

: earth? When we pray “Thy Kingdom come,” can we be more aware of what part we are to play in advancing

the Kingdom in process and making it a reality?

: The topic of the Kingdom of Heaven will remain in the forefront of our minds through the upcoming summer

: and fall readings of Matthew. Each week, let us take the time to reflect on the meaning of each of the parables

: and how best we can respond to them, in order to do our best to advance our mission, as we pray, “Thy King-
dom come”. And this is the Good News we are all challenged with today.

“Do you understand all
these things?” They answered, “Yes.” And he re-
plied, “Then every scribe who has been instructed in
the kingdom of heaven is like the head of a house-
hold who brings from his storeroom both the new
and the old.”

What Is God Asking of You?

What are you willing to give for the sake of the king-
dom of God? Often, we begin a discussion like this
with a story or a few leading thoughts. However, if
we are to be serious about who we claim to be as
Christians, there should be no beating around the
bush. The question is not only important for each of
us and our relationship with our God, but it should be
important for the relationship each of us has with the
entire Body of Christ. Like any good team or family,
I need you to have my back, and I need to have
yours. If one of us is going to lay it on the line and be
all in for our faith, then we all need to be as well.

If only all the Christians of the world felt the same
way. In some parts of the world, Christians are still
being martyred for their faith. Others must worship
underground and avoid the government-led police.
Then there are those who seem to take faith for grant-
ed, and because little is asked by their friends or par-
ish, they give nothing. It is quite a contrast of situa-
tions. On this day, it may seem like little is being
asked of you and I by God. Is that because we aren’t
being asked or because we aren’t listening? If you
are counting on me and I am on you, we should fig-
ure this out sooner than later. Of course, I suspect we
actually do know the answer, don’t we?
