: Confidence is the word we need to take into our hearts and souls today. Confidence comes from a Latin
iword, which means, “to believe with.” We cannot have confidence when we are isolated and all alone.
: We cannot have confidence all by ourselves. No, we can only have confidence when there is an ‘Other’
inear us. We can only have true confidence when we have that ‘Other’ Who is God.

gAnd that’s the point of today’s readings. One can find confidence, even in the worst of storms, even in the
: most chaotic of times. You can go through the worst that life can throw at you, as long as you keep close i
: to God. No prayer? No confidence! Not attending Mass? No confidence! Not sharing in the life of the

: Church, in the Body of Christ? No confidence! As soon as you take your eyes off Jesus, just like Peter,

: you will sink.

H1s your life getting out of control? Is your faith slipping away from you? Are you experiencing more and

: more powerlessness in the chaos that surrounds you? If so, here is what you do. Find a place of solitude

and silence. Go to your room, shut your door, and gather around you as much silence and solitude as you

: possibly can. Then kneel down by your bedside and in that silence and in that solitude say: “Speak, Lord,

: for Your servant is listening”.

So, the real question we need to ask is not “Is God absent from us.” Rather: “Are we absent from God?”
