:  Dismiss selfish thoughts, desires and tendencies from your heart and let God fill it.

:  We have all learned, that this life often brings sorrows and pains. But we can transform these sufferings, as *
well as, penitential practices, into the meritorious cross of Jesus, when we offer them to Jesus. :
We help carry His cross when we serve others selflessly and give ourselves... our health, wealth, time, or

: talents, until it costs us.

e Follow Me

i As Disciples of Christ, we are to live our lives according to the word of God, obeying what Jesus com-

:  mands us. :

: To follow Jesus, Who has asked us to “take up our crosses” daily, may seem foolish to some. But in the words :

: of the late, Archbishop Fulton Sheen, “to be a fool for Christ is the greatest compliment the world can give. :

: You and I are in good company, because most of the saints embraced the Cross of Christ and were considered

: fools for doing so.”

: We need to identify the crosses in our lives. What hurdles do we face? These crosses, when embraced with

: love and trusting that God knows what He's doing, changes us... and through us, can touch the hearts minds of
