My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, '

: Now as we enter into the fourth week of our Lenten journey, I pray that we, along with the entire
: Catholic Church, are fully invested in this wondrous journey through the deepest mysteries of our
faith. May our reflections bring us to greater holiness, as we meditate on the Passion, Death, and
: Resurrection of Our Lord.

: This week we examine the Gospel passage from John, where Jesus had a meaningful conversation with Nico-
demus. John 3:16 is probably the best loved verse in the Bible and it has been called "everybody's text" and the
: “gospel of the gospels.” “For God so loved the world that He gave His only Son, so that everyone who be-

: lieves in him might not perish but might have eternal life.” This is the summary of the Gospel message of sal-
évation through Christ Jesus. As St. Augustine puts it: "God loves each one of us as if there were only one of us
: to love." :

The Gospel goes on to say, “Light has come into the world, but people loved the darkness instead of light be-

: cause their deeds were evil. We have to accept the reality that there are many dark corners in our

: world: addictions to alcohol, drugs, gambling and pornography, sexual immorality, environmental irresponsi-
ibility, and a lack of purpose among so many of us. It is very easy to pretend that these dark corners don't ex-

: ist.

: We need to understand that our lives matter to God, and He knows all about the dark corners in our lives. He
gwants us to stop hiding our sin in the dark and demands that we expose every dark corner to His Light of life. :
: He is giving to us the Light that not only illuminates the dirt in our lives but cleans it away. He died so that we

: could be made new and clean.

: We all know the importance of light. Without light, we are blind to the beauty around us. On another level,
hght helps us to see right from wrong, good from bad. In this way, light enables us to make informed deci-

: sions. In His conversation with Nicodemus in today’s gospel, Jesus compares Himself to the hght Sadly, J esus
: tells us that: “People have shown that they prefer darkness to the light.” If light is so important in all our lives,
why would anyone prefer darkness?

May the Light of Christ enable us to do the right thing in our lives. Let us choose good over bad, light over
: darkness and right over wrong...and together, as one people, let us continue our Lenten journey.
