: From the Pastor-...

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

: In the first week of Lent, we encountered Jesus in the desert, in the second week on a mountain,
and in this week’s gospel, we meet Jesus in the Temple.

=] |

Like the desert and the mountain, the Temple is a special place where we go to encounter God.
: Jesus was not happy with what He saw in the temple, because the way the Temple worship had
: been reorganized, was no longer a reflection of God’s original plan for a worshipping community. The reason

iwhy Jesus was angry with the Temple priests was their practice of religious ‘particularity’ over ‘universality’ of
: ‘exclusiveness’ over ‘inclusiveness’. :

: Some knowledge of the design of the Temple will help us here. The Temple had five sections or courts: (1) Ho- :
: ly of Holies (2) Court of Priests (3) Court of Israel (4) Court of Women (5) Court of Gentiles. These courts :
gwere seen as five concentric circles of sanctity, a design which made room for all peoples in the House of God.
: It was a universal House of God, one “for all the nations”, where every man and woman on earth would find a :
: place in which to pray. But the Temple priests forgot that and thought that the Temple was meant for Jews

: alone. So, they decided to turn the Court of the Gentiles into a “holy” market, a place where one could ex-
change money and a place for buying the animals required for sacrifice. The Court of Gentiles was no longer

: regarded as part and parcel of the House of God; it had become a marketplace, pure and simple!

gNow, it was this Court of Gentiles that Jesus cleansed. In so doing, He was making the point that the Gentile
: section was just as holy as the Jewish sections. God is God of all and not just a select group. Like the Jews of
: the time of Jesus, some Christians today still think that God belongs to them alone and not to others as well.

: In Lent, we are to turn back, look over our lives and see where God fits in. In our attempt to grasp the Good
: News, we need to listen carefully to Jesus’ words, the words of Scripture and the words of our forefathers in
Christ. But we also need to listen to the God that dwells within each one of us, helping us to live a good life, do
: the right things and love as best as we are able. :

This week, I recommend that you spend some time reflecting on the Law of Love, and how faithful you have
been to that law, for with Jesus, the Law has truly been made perfect.

Let us continue in our Lenten journey in love and stay focused in the Lord.
