When Jesus said, “I am the Good Shepherd” in our Gospel this week, He was referencing a scrip-
tural image very familiar to the Pharisees and the other listeners. They could not have missed the
obvious reference to the prophecy of Ezekiel:34, where it says; "For thus says the Lord God,

the day when he is among his scattered sheep, so I will care for My sheep and will deliver them from all the
places to which they were scattered on a cloudy and gloomy day. ... I will feed My flock and I will lead them
to rest,” declares the Lord God.” ‘I will seek the lost, bring back the scattered, bind up the broken, and

strengthen the sick; but the fat and the strong [ will destroy. I will feed them with judgment. . ..

False Messiahs and religious counterfeits had blossomed abundantly in the decades before Jesus came, which
adds more context to this situation. So, while Jesus was addressing the whole group, He was not talking about
everyone before Him, just those pretenders, who presented themselves as the Messiah, or as the new answer to
the ancient questions, which had been haunting Israel for centuries.

The good thing is that, according to Jesus, the sheep did not hear those false shepherds. The dangers of false
teachers and bad theology still exist. The wolves are still out there. Their purpose is still the same, to steal the
sheep, destroy the flock, or kill them. Such wolves exist in the form of those who insist that we are all Chris-
tians, without specifying what the limits of that declaration are.

But Jesus tells us that He is the Good Shepherd. His identity is confirmed by the cross - that He laid down His
life for the sheep. Others, who come to take advantage, will not lay down their lives, but will flee in times of
danger, and leave the sheep to the wolves. The word, "wolves", refers to any of the dangers confronting the
people of God. They can be financial, social, false doctrines.... anything or anyone that comes to threaten the
people of God by hiding the truth of the gospel from them.

The sheep of the Good Shepherd live in perfect safety because He will never let them go. He lays down His
life for the sheep and leads them, guides, and protects them. Note well that what is so striking here ...is that
the sheep of the Good Shepherd know Him, know His Voice, and follow Him.

If you are His, you can hear His voice - and when you listen and follow the voice of your Savior, no one, no
strange teaching, nothing can snatch you out of His hand.

Cuando Jesus dijo: “Yo soy el Buen Pastor” en nuestro Evangelio de esta semana, estaba ha-
ciendo referencia a una imagen biblica muy familiar para los fariseos y los demés oyentes. No
podrian haber pasado por alto la obvia referencia a la profecia de Ezequiel:34, donde dice;
“Porque asi dice el Sefior Dios: He aqui, yo mismo buscaré mis ovejas y las encontrare. Como
el pastor cuida su rebafio el dia que encuentre sus ovejas dispersas, asi cuidaré mis ovejas. Yo apacentar¢ a
mi rebaifio y las llevaré a descansar', declara el Sefior Dios”. “Buscaré a los perdidos, haré volver a los dis-
persos, vendaré a los quebrantados y fortaleceré a los enfermos; pero destruiré a los gordos y fuertes.

Los falsos Mesias y las falsificaciones religiosas habian florecido abundantemente en las décadas anteriores
a la llegada de Jesus, lo que anade mds contexto a esta situacion.
