fines the intimate unity and closeness of discipleship. At first glance it seems so simple, but at other

levels it fills us with a sense of mystery...of awe.

At the time, this metaphor would have been easily understood, in that vineyards, fig trees and olive trees were
plentiful and found in most family gardens. The branches of a vine have an intimate relationship with the vine,

depending on it at all times as one living organism.

Jesus tells His followers that He is the true vine, the real vine, and that they are the branches, whose task is to
bear fruit by sharing His life. Authentic Christian spirituality is the personal knowledge of Jesus Christ given to
us, as the vine gives its sap to the branches, so that we can be extensions of His work, His love, His fruit-
bearing, His glorifying of the Father. That is the heart of the Eucharistic mystery.

And yet, as soon as Jesus introduces the theme of the vine and the branches, he speaks of His Father, the Vine-
dresser. Every branch that doesn’t bear fruit, the Father removes, cuts away; and every branch that does bear

fruit the Father prunes, so that it may bear more fruit.

So, from this we understand that the spirituality, to which this Gospel passage invites us, is not one of unbri-
dled personal development, but one that sets personal quests within the larger context of the family of God.
One where we sometimes find Him calling us to submit to the pruning-knife, to cut out some things from our
lives...even those that are good in themselves and that would even have had the potential to develop into fruit-

bearing branches, in order that other things may flourish.

Pruning is always a painful process. It is a form of suffering or loss. But.... the vinedresser is never more inti-
mately involved in the vine than when wielding the pruning-knife!

In summary, our job is to remain in Christ, and to let Him do the good within us and through us. So, let us af-
firm our commitment to maintain intimacy with Our Lord, as we strive to be obedient to our vocation of bear-

ing fruit for the world. Then we can say,
“Go ahead Lord and trim whatever gets in the way!”

Este domingo leemos el evangelio de Juan sobre la vid y sus pampanos. Es una metafora rica,
interesante y bien desarrollada, que expresa la relacion entre Cristo y sus discipulos. A diferen-
cia de la perspectiva de Cristo hacia nosotros como pastor, sefior, maestro o rey, esta imagen
define mejor la unidad intima y la cercania del discipulado. A primera vista parece muy simple,
pero en otros niveles nos llena de una sensacion de misterio... de asombro.

En ese momento, esta metafora se habria entendido facilmente, ya que los viiiedos, las higueras y los olivos
abundaban y se encontraban en la mayoria de los jardines de las casas. Los sarmientos de una vid tienen
una intima relacion con la vid, dependiendo de ella en todo momento como un solo organismo vivo.

Jesus les dice a sus seguidores que El es la vid verdadera, la vid real, y que ellos son los pAmpanos, cuya
tarea es dar fruto compartiendo Su vida. La auténtica espiritualidad cristiana es el conocimiento personal de
Jesucristo que se nos da, como la vid da su savia a los paAmpanos, para que podamos ser extensiones de Su
obra, Su amor, Su fructificacion, Su glorificacion del Padre. Este es el corazon del misterio eucaristico.

Y, sin embargo, tan pronto como Jesus introduce el tema de la vid y los sarmientos, habla de su Padre, el
Vinador. Todo sarmiento que no da fruto, el Padre lo quita, lo corta; y todo pAmpano que da fruto, el Padre
lo poda, para que dé mas.

Entonces, de esto entendemos que la espiritualidad a la que nos invita este pasaje del Evangelio no es una
de desarrollo personal desenfrenado, sino una que establece busquedas personales dentro del contexto mas
amplio de la familia de Dios. Uno en el que a veces encontramos que El nos llama a someternos a la poda, a
cortar algunas cosas de nuestra vida... incluso aquellas que son buenas en si mismas y que incluso habrian
tenido el potencial de convertirse en ramas frutales, para que otras cosas puedan florecer.

La poda es siempre un proceso doloroso. Es una forma de sufrimiento o pérdida. Pero.... {El vifiador nunca
estda mas intimamente involucrado en la vid que cuando empuna el cuchillo para podar!

En resumen, nuestro trabajo es permanecer en Cristo y dejar que El haga el bien dentro de nosotros y a tra-
vés de nosotros.
