From the Pastor-...

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This weekend, the whole church celebrates the great Feast of Divine Mercy Sunday. On this, the final
day of the Easter Octave, the floodgates of Mercy are opened wide, and God lavishes us with more
grace than we could ever imagine or hope for.

In Revelation 1:17-18, we read these comforting words: “Fear not, I am the first and the last, and the living
one; I died, and behold I am alive for evermore.”

They invite us to turn our gaze to Christ, to experience His reassuring presence. To each person, whatever his
condition, even if it were the most complicated and dramatic, the Risen One repeats: “Fear not! I died on the
Cross but now I am alive for evermore”; “I am the first, the last, and the living one.”

This week’s gospel helps us to grasp the full sense and value of this gift. The Evangelist John, makes us share
in the emotion felt by the Apostles in their meeting with Christ after His Resurrection. Our attention focuses on
the gesture of the Master, who transmits to the fearful, astounded disciples, the mission of being ministers of
Divine Mercy. He shows them His hands and His side, which bear the marks of the Passion, and tells

them: “As the Father has sent Me, even so I send you.” (Jn 20:21).

As we celebrate and meditate on the Divine Mercy of Jesus, we need to recognize that His “Sacred Heart” has
given us everything: redemption, salvation, sanctification. Gazing on the image of Divine Mercy, the two rays,
according to what Jesus, Himself told Sr. Faustina, denote blood and water (Diary, 299). The blood recalls the
sacrifice of Golgotha and forms the life of souls, and the water makes souls righteous in Baptism. The inscrip-
tion underneath, “Jesus, I trust in You,” completes the sacred image. Jesus told her that this image would be a
source of grace to those who even gazed upon it.

As though the healing gift of Divine Mercy Sunday were not enough, Jesus revealed to her another great gift of
Mercy for the entire world. Every day between 3-4pm, the hour in which He expired on the cross, is to be
called ‘The Hour of Great Mercy’. Jesus told Faustina that during this hour, “I will refuse nothing to the soul
that makes a request of Me in virtue on My Passion.” Thus, He has left us a mini-Mercy Sunday that we have
every day. It is the perfect time to remember our loved ones or special intention and is the perfect time to pray
the Chaplet of the Divine Mercy.

Let us thank the Lord for His love, which is stronger than death and sin. This love is revealed and put into
practice as mercy in our daily lives and prompts every person in turn to have mercy towards the Crucified One.
Is not loving God and one's neighbor ... even one’s enemies, after Jesus’ example, the life program of every
baptized person and of the whole Church? Fixing our weak gaze upon the Divine Savior’s Face, I would like
you to repeat: “Jesus, I trust in You now and forever! Amen.” I hope to see you all at the celebration of Divine
Mercy Sunday at 3pm., the Hour of Mercy, when we will pray the Chaplet of Divine Mercy and have Benedic-
tion and Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament. **We will have special time of confessions starting at 2 pm.**

May God continue to bless you and your family. @—

Jesus | Trdst in You!

On February 22, 1931, a young Polish nun, Sr. Faustina Kowalski, saw a vision of Jesus with
rays of mercy streaming from the area of His Heart. He told her to have an image painted to represent
this vision and to sign it, “Jesus, | Trust in You!”

Calling her the Apostle and Secretary of His mercy, He ordered her to begin writing a diary so
others would learn to trust in Him. In a series of revelations, He taught her that His mercy is unlimited
and available even to the greatest sinners and He revealed special ways for people to respond to His
mercy.

The Feast of Divine Mercy — Jesus requested that the Sunday following Easter be officially
established as the Feast of Divine Mercy and He told Faustina, “On that day the very depths of My
tender mercy are open to those souls who approach the fount of My Mercy.”

The Image of Divine Mercy — Jesus said, “By means of this image, | shall be granting
many graces to souls, so let every soul have access to it. | promise that the soul that will vener-
ate this image shall not perish..because even the strongest faith is of no avail without works.”

The Divine Mercy Chaplet — Our Lord taught Sr. Faustina a special prayer for mercy:
“Encourage souls to say the Chaplet....whoever will recite it will receive great mercy...At the
hour of their death, | defend as My own glory every soul that will say this chaplet, or when oth-
ers say it for a dying person, the indulgence is the same.”

The Hour of Great Mercy — Our Lord asked for special prayer at the hour that recalls His
death “At three o’clock, implore My mercy, especially for sinners: and; if only for a brief mo-
ment, immerse yourself in My Passion.....In this hour | will refuse nothing to the soul that makes
a request of Me in Virtue of My Passion.

Desde del Escritorio del Parroco...
Queridos hermanos en Cristo,

Este fin de semana, toda la iglesia celebra la gran Fiesta del Domingo de la Divina Misericordia. En este, el
ultimo dia de la Octava Pascual, las compuertas de la Misericordia se abren de par en par y Dios nos prodiga
con mas gracia de la que jamas podriamos imaginar o esperar.

En Apocalipsis 1:17-18, leemos estas palabras reconfortantes: “No temais, yo soy el primero y el ultimo, y el que vive;
