In response to the
inquiry, the Vatican’s Dicastery for Legislative Texts
clarified that even though the Solemnity of the Im-
maculate Conception is being transferred to Mon-
day, December 9th, it must still be observed as a
day of obligation, and the Catholic faithful are
obliged to participate in the Eucharist on that day,
unless excused for a serious reason. Mass times will
be at 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m. in English and 6:30 p.m.
